Dear friends: 
 

   It’s almost official.  Last Sunday the session and I signed a six month contract making 

me your new stated supply pastor.  We have sent the contract on to Presbytery and are 

waiting for final approval of the contract from the Committee on Ministry.  So today we find 

ourselves standing at the edge of a new beginning or a new chapter in the life of First 

Presbyterian Church.   
 

 Many, many years ago Israel also stood on the edge of a new beginning as they 

prepared to enter the land that God had promised them.  I imagine they were very excited 

about starting a new life that didn’t involve slavery or the wilderness.  At the same time, they 

were probably at least a little anxious about what life would hold for them in this new land.  

As we prepare to start this new chapter in the church maybe you can relate to one or both of 

these feelings.  There may be excitement for the ministries we will do together.  At the same 

time, there may also be some anxiety about changes in the church that inevitably come with a 

new pastor.  One of the joys and challenges of this particular new beginning is that we have 

had the opportunity to get to know each other over the last year.  On the one hand, already 

having had time to get to know each other will allow us dive right into our ministry together.  

On the other hand, there will be some adjustment on both our parts as we change from a 

pulpit supply relationship to a pastoral relationship.  When concerns do arise as we work 

through these changes, please let me or a session member know so that we can address them.  

I believe that working together we will be able to successfully navigate the waters of this new 

beginning.  
 

 Starting July 21st, after I return from vacation, I will be at the church every Thursday 

from 9 a.m. until 2 p.m.   I will also, of course, be available at the church on Sunday 

mornings.  If you are in need of a pastor at other times you can reach me by cell phone or 

email.  You may get my phone number and email address from Silvia.  They will also be 

published in the bulletin in the near future.  I look forward to working with you as we seek to 

do the work of God’s kingdom here in Borger, Texas.
