-in-law and I went to see the ñgirlie-tear-jerkerò My Sisterôs Keeper, and the boys 
(my son and grandsons) went to see the new blockbuster Transform-
ers:Revenge of the Fallen.

Do not be conformed to this world, 
but be transformed by the renewal of your mind, that by testing you may discern 
what is the will of God, what is good and acceptable and perfect.ò  Transforming 
has always been part of being Christian.  Reading Godôs Word in Holy Scripture 
is a transformative experience.
