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As we begin our Lenten journey, I am reminded of our óbigger-pictureô journey of faith.  Our beginning expecta-

tion is that of a linear path that has few twists and turns ï oh that does sound so much easier doesnôt it!  It is a 

spiritual labyrinth in which we wander and roam without knowing exactly where the exit is located.  We want, 

hope and pray for an experience that will not be interrupted, challenged or changed along the way.  But, as God 

would have it, everything is different than our plan.  After all, it is Godôs plan that we are living out, a journey of 

transformation. 

This Lenten journey of transformation is a great adventure and one which holds power to change ï to radically en-

rich ï our ways of thinking, loving, and believing.  We enter into this traveling alone and yet we are not.  We share 

this time and experience with others around the world as a global venture.  It is a time of joy and favor when God 

acknowledges us and we are surprised by Godôs presence with us.  We twist and turn and round the corners only to 

be astonished at where God is and how much God is involved in our existence. 

There are probably not many of us that would equate joy with Lent and yet it is a tremendously joyful season.  It is 

the time that we are given to rejoice with others as we pursue the holiness of God in our lives.  It is a time when 

we can create significant opportunities in which we witness grace.  We can rejoice each time we have the opportu-

nity to perform a hidden act of prayer, penance or charity.  We can rejoice that Godôs Spirit is our Lenten compan-

ion.  Just as the Holy Spirit led Jesus into his Lenten desert of forty days and forty nights, the Holy Spirit is lead-

ing us into our winding wilderness.   

The Lenten labyrinth will challenge us but it will also give us great joy if we just open our hearts to the presence 

of Godôs Spirit.
